The range of coping skills information shall include, at a minimum, relaxation
techniques, managing emotions, an introduction to support systems, and cegnitive
behavioral techniques for awareness emoicemaking. CBT/Relapse Prevention is
sixteen (16) sessiomd is operended.

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SECTION IV

CERTIFICATIONS

4.1 Liability and Indemnification

a) Vendor shall defend in any action at lavdamnify, and hold the ADOC, its officials, agents,
and employees harmless against any and all claims arising from the provisions of the
Contract, including, without limitation, any and all claims arising from:

1) Any breach or default on the part of Venah the performance of the Agreement;

2) Any claims or losses for services rendered by Vendor and/or by any person or firm

performing or supplying services, materials, or supplies in connection with the
performance of the Contract;

3) Any claims or dsses to any persons, including Inmates, injured or property damaged
from the acts or omissions of Vendor, its officers, agents, or employees in the
performance of this Agreement by Vendor;

4) Any claims or losses by any person or firm injured or dambgéatendor, its trustees,
officers, agents, or employees by the publication, translation, reproduction, delivery,
performance, use, or disposition of any data processed under the Agreement in a manner
not authorized by the Agreement, or by federal, statlncalregulations or statutes; and

5) Any failure by Vendor, its officers, agents, or employees to observe the Constitution or
laws of the United States and the State of Alabama.

Any person who accepts monlegror ot
valuables for not submitting a proposal on the RFP, or who withhgdspasal in consideration
of the promise for the payment of money or other valuables, is guilty of a felony. Vendor
certifies that it will not take part in any such conduct.

former elected or appointed State official or State employee who knowingly uses coalffidenti
information, available only by virtue of that office or employment, for actual or anticipated gain

for themselves or another person.

4.7 Confidentiality and Use of Work Product

a) Any documents or information obtained by Vendor from the ADOMmmection with this
RFP or the resulting contract will be kept confidential and will not be provided to any third
party unless the ADOC approves disclosureviing. All work products produced under
the RFP including, but not limited to, documents, repanformation, documentation of any
